J. Randall Nichols, Ph.D. is a United Presbyterian minister who served for thirty-five years on the faculty and staff of Princeton Theological Seminary, retiring in 2008, and also as a senior pastoral psychotherapist on the staff of Trinity Counseling Service, Princeton, New Jersey, retiring in 2015. He was the regular summer preacher at Elberon Memorial Church from 1976 until “retiring” in 2000, and has returned each summer since as a guest preacher. He lives in Lawrenceville, New Jersey where he has a private pastoral psychotherapy and consultation practice, and is currently Interim Minister of Princeton’s Christ Congregation United Church of Christ. He has two sons, one a clinical psychologist and the other a professional chef, both practicing in New York City.
TODAY’S MUSIC
One of America's finest performers on the harp, Elaine Christy returns to Elberon this morning to share her beautiful sounds with the choir and congregation.  She holds a doctorate degree from the Manhattan School of Music, and has taught harp at the University of Kansas, Kansas State University, and Princeton University.

Principally trained at Northwestern University, he has served as Organist and Director of Music at First Presbyterian Church in Belmar since 1972. Our choir is composed of singers who are soloists at various churches in the metropolitan area during the winter season.  Many are also vocal teachers and have appeared with various regional opera companies and ensembles. You are invited to greet them following the service during the fellowship hour on the breezeway.
